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CPD POINTS BEING APPLIED FOR

CISG Legal Training Workshop 

The United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (CISG) is expected to be implemented 

in Hong Kong in around the third quarter of 2022, subject to completion of the relevant process under Article 153 of 

the Basic Law as well as requisite formal notification by the Central People's Government to the Secretary-General of 

the United Nations (as depositary for the CISG) for applying the CISG to the HKSAR. To prepare legal practitioners for 

the implementation, the Department of Justice and Asian Academy of International Law join hands to organise a two-part 

legal workshop, in which renowned CISG experts will give participants an in-depth analysis of the main provisions of CISG, 

as well as practical tips for lawyers on contract drafting, dispute preventions, etc. that are useful for advising on 

cross-border sale of goods transactions in light of CISG.

Ulrich serves as the national correspondent for Switzerland to the United Nations Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL) for the CISG
and is a member of the CISG Advisory Council. He regularly advises on CISG matters. Ulrich was educated at the Albert-Ludwigs University of Freiburg, Germany, 
and the University of Lausanne, Switzerland. He received his Doctor iuris from the Freie Universität Berlin.
